Getting between the terminals 
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The terminal area is made up of two buildings, T4 and T4S, located at the northern end of the current airport. 
These buildings face one another, with the runways in between, and are linked by an underground train. 

Regardless of the Terminal assigned for your flight (T4 or T4S), you will always have to enter via T4 or the Terminal Building..

AENA also provides internal connections between terminals T1, T2 and T3 and the terminals T4 and T4S.

Connection Train (APM):

The Terminal Building T4 is connected to the Satellite Building T4S by an automatic people mover (APM) "between the two terminals ", which allows passengers to get from one part of the airport to another 24h at day/around the clock. 
The station for the APM link is located in the second basement (Level -2) 
The shuttle travels through the airport services' underground tunnel (AST), covering the distance of 2,100 metres between the two buildings and their stations. 

The time taken to getfrom one station to the other is a little over 4 minutes, with a wait of 2 minutes at peak times and a stand in the stations for 30 seconds.
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Bus for passengers in transit/Bus for connections passengers:

This free service takes people around the airport, allowing them to get between terminals T1, T2, T3, T4 and T4S. It is for those passengers connecting from one flight to another who have already checked their baggage in.

It has the following stops, depending on the terminal you arrive at: 
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Route between Terminals T1 - T4S and T4S - T1
Service has to be requested in advance. 
Passengers should go to the Connections Centre to request this service. The airport staff (Green Coats), having checked that you need to go to T1 or T4S, will contact the police and the Connections Bus..

Stops: 
· T1 ground floor, Hall 1. 

· T4S Level 0. 

This service operates around the clock and on request. 
The maximum wait is 30 min. and the maximum time taken between the two terminals is 15 min. 
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Route between Terminals T1, T2, T3 and T4 
Stops: 
· Connections Centre T1 ground floor, Hall 1 (passengers collection). 

· T1 ground floor, Hall 2 (passengers collection) 

· T2 ground floor, Hall 5 (passengers collection) 

· T2 ground floor, Hall 6 (passenger disembarkation) 

· T2 ground floor, Hall 6 (passengers collection) 

· T4 - Remote stands, Level 0. Terminus 
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Route between Terminals T4 and T1, T2 
Stops: 
· Connections Centre T4 Level 0. 

· T2 ground floor, Hall 6 (passengers collection) 

· T2 ground floor, Hall 6 (passenger disembarkation) 

· T2 ground floor, Hall 5 (passengers collection) 

· T1 ground floor, Hall 2. Terminus 

The service operates in both directions between 6:30 am and 11:30 pm, with an average wait of eight minutes. The maximum journey time is 20 min. 

Free minibus, long-stay car park:

This shuttle bus links the long-stay car park with terminals T1, T2, T3 and T4. 

Stops: 
· T1 ground floor. Arrivals. In front of Hall 2 baggage claim 

· T1 first floor. Departures 

· T2 ground floor. Arrivals. In from of Hall 5 baggage claim 

· T2 second floor. Departures 

· T3 ground floor. Arrivals. In from of Hall 7 baggage claim 

· To get to T4, you should get off at Terminal 2 (Departures) and take the shuttle bus that connects to Terminal T4 from there. 

This service operates non-stop from 7:00 am to midnight. 
If you have to wait for more than ten minutes, you can use the phones provided. 

If you need to use the service between midnight and 7:00 am, you should request the service using the phones provided by the stops in arrivals. 
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
